Learn of the struggle of the great Sachem and his people to retain their ancestral homeland, and of the supreme sacrifice made for our enduring freedom. Also learn of the many other patriots who have lived, loved, and died on and around the mountain that bears his name. Familiar names, such as Smalley, Townsend, Russell, Cole, Hopkins, Hawkins, Light, Dean, and others, also live on in the grateful hearts and minds of the people of Kent for their patriotism and devotion to our town through the years. Follow their stories over the decades, as the mountain has been transformed from a farming and mining community in years past, to a spiritual and recreational mecca today.
Following the presentation, Tom will be available to sign copies of his book, with the author’s portion of the proceeds ($5.00 per book) being donated to the Chief Daniel Nimham Statue Fund. Light refreshments will be served.
