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August 5th “Magical History Tour & Nature Hike” To Camp Alamar
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   Highlands Preservation will take our next “Magical History Tour & Nature Hike” up to our neighbors to the north in Stormville. We’ll be walking through the former Camp Alamar property, which was a popular summer camp that operated from the early 1940s until the mid 1970s. We’ll walk around “Lake Alamar” and explore some of the foundations from the former camp. Several Camp Alamar alumni have indicated they’ll join us to help guide our tour. So get the kids off their IPads and smart phones for a couple of hours, and as always, leashed dogs are welcome too (but beware of some broken glass in places).  The associate sponsors of the hike include the Kent Historical Society, the former members of the Putnam County Historic Preservation Advisory Commission, and the New England Antiquities Research Association (NEARA).
Hike Facts:

Roundtrip Distance: Approximately 3.0 miles maximum.
Terrain: Fairly flat/level terrain, some high grass. There is some broken glass in spots.
When: August 5th at 11:00 am. Rain date is August 12th, same time. 

Where:  Meet at the entrance of the East Fishkill NYC DEP Recreation Area, located on Route 52 in Stormville. Bring your NYC DEP Access Permit. If you don’t have one, we’ll provide you with a temporary permit.
Directions: Take Route 52 West approximately 3 miles past the intersection with Ludingtonville Road. The former Camp Alamar property will be on your left just past the White Pond Road intersection. If the parking area is full, park along White Pond Road, which is just to the south of Camp Alamar. For a map, click here.
What to Bring:  Wear comfortable and sturdy hiking shoes, bring enough water given the distance you’re walking and the temperature/humidity that day, lunch or snack, and bug repellent.  It’s tick season so dress in light colored clothing, tuck your pants into your socks, and make sure to thoroughly check yourself and your dog when you return home.
